Subtitles
  
Subtitles should not be numbered, must be aligned to the left, and have no indentation relative to the page margin. They should be formatted in Arial font, size 9.5, bold, with 1.5 spacing between the subtitle and the body text. It is mandatory for articles to include a section titled "Introduction" and another titled "Final Considerations," in addition to other sections and their respective subtitles, as determined by the specific characteristics of each article.  

Body of the Text  

The first line of each paragraph must have a 1.5 cm indentation relative to the page margin. The text should be aligned to the left, with 1.5 line spacing and Arial font, size 9.5. The spacing between paragraphs must be the same as the line spacing of the text.  

Titles of Works (films, other audiovisual productions, books, etc.)

Capitalize only the first word. When mentioning titles in the body of the text, italicize them. Examples: Os homens de barro (2011), by Ariano Suassuna; Dona Flor e seus dois maridos (Bruno Barreto, 1976).  

Words in Italics  

Italics are recommended for foreign words and neologisms. Do not use underlining or bold to emphasize words in the text.  

Footnotes

Footnotes should be formatted without indentation in the first line of the paragraph, using Arial font, size 8, justified alignment, and single line spacing. Website links and full bibliographic references must be listed exclusively in the "References" section at the end of the article. Note: Do not use endnotes.  


Citations

Direct quotations must be accompanied by a reference in accordance with the updated ABNT NBR 10520:2023 standard, following these examples: (Author, year, p.) or Author’s Name (year, p.). Indirect quotations should follow the format Author’s Name (year) or (Author, year).  

When citing films or other audiovisual works, use the format: Title of the film (year) or (Title of the film, year). For analyses of specific segments of films or other audiovisual works, indicate the time of the excerpt using the following examples: (between 09min50s and 10min30s) or (between 1h50min and 1h52min). All films or other audiovisual works must be included in the References section at the end of the article.  

Quotations of up to four lines should be enclosed in quotation marks (“ ”) and integrated into the paragraph in the body of the text. For quotations within quotations, use single quotation marks (‘ ’). Quotations exceeding four lines must be presented in a separate paragraph, with a 4 cm indentation from the margin, in Arial font, size 9.5, and 1.5 spacing, following the main text format.  

Images (Figures, Tables, and Charts)  

Images (figures, tables, and charts) must be numbered and accompanied by captions and source information. They should be separated from the main text by two spaces above and below, positioned within the page margins, and centered. Captions and source information must be placed directly below the image, centered, in Arial font, size 8, with single line spacing. See the examples below:

The caption should include a brief description of the image, while the “Source” must indicate the origin of the research material. Examples: Source: Stills from the film [...], Source: Reproduction from the website [...].  

Analyzed images must be referenced throughout the article using parentheses, for example, (Figure 1).  

In addition to including the images in the body of the text for evaluation, each file must also be submitted separately, properly identified with its numbering and caption, in a minimum resolution of 300 dpi, as supplementary material for the submission process.  

References

References must be written in alphabetical order, with justified alignment, in Arial font, size 9.5, single line spacing, and one space between each reference. Formatting should follow the ABNT NBR 10520:2023 standards. Use bold for titles.
